27ñYou will all fall away,ò 

Jesus told them, ñfor it is written: ñóI will strike the 

shepherd, and the sheep will be scattered.ô 28But 

after I have risen, I will go ahead of you into 

Galilee.ò 29Peter declared, ñEven if all fall away, I 

will not.ò 30ñI tell you the truth,ò Jesus answered, 

ñtodayðyes, tonightðbefore the rooster crows 

twice, you yourself will disown me three times.ò 
31But Peter insisted emphatically, ñEven if I have 

to die with you, I will never disown you.ò And all 

the others said the same.

Å32They went to a place called Gethsemane, and 

Jesus said to his disciples, ñSit here while I pray.ò 
33He took Peter, James and John along with him, 

and he began to be deeply distressed and 

troubled. 34ñMy soul is overwhelmed with sorrow 

to the point of death,ò he said to them. ñStay here 

and keep watch.ò 35Going a little farther, he fell to 

the ground and prayed that if possible the hour 

might pass from him. 36ñAbba, Father,ò he said, 

ñeverything is possible for you. Take this cup 

from me. Yet not what I will, but what you will.ò

Three rare words

ÅTwo are provided as commentary by Mark, 

one comes from the lips of Jesus himself. All 

speak of Jesusô emotional state.

ïDeeply distressed (ekthambeǾ), 3x, only in Mark. 

ñOverwhelmingly disturbed or alarmed.ò

ïTroubled (adǕmoneǾ), 3x in N.T. ñTo be anxious or 
distressed.ò

ïOverwhelmed with sorrow (perilupos), 4x in N.T. 

ñexceedingly sad or deeply grievedò
